Discipline and Behavior Management Policy

The Allen County Park (ACP) staff will use positieehavior management techniques
that are developmentally appropriate and encounageal child development. The use
of corporal punishment is strictly prohibited.

Behavior Management Techniques — ACP staff will:

1. Involve the children in the development of the “Beuules.”

2. Use positive reinforcement, including a positivéa@aor recognition
program.
Maintain consistent behavior expectations and oeoaf house rules.
Guide children by setting clear and fair limits fmogram behavior.
Use natural and logical consequences.
Redirect children to a more acceptable behaviactvity.
Make eye contact and listen when children talk alioeir feelings and
frustrations.
Guide children to resolve their own conflicts thgbuhe use of conflict
resolution skills.
9. Use effective praise that is immediate, sincerespatific.
10. Modify and structure the environment to attemppievent problems before

they occur.

Discipline Action Steps — ACP staff will utilize the following forms of discipline:

1. “Personal Time” — removal of child from a situatifam up to their age in
minutes so they can regain control of their behavio

2. Verbal or written communication to parent/guardiegarding a child’s
behavior.

3. Behavior Contract and/or Behavior Improvement Actitlan

4. Behavior Write-Up
-Three behavior write-ups in any Jr. IMN seasortl{imione season of Jr.
IMN classes) results in the suspension of the dbildne week at the end of
the day of the third write-up. The parent/guardsaresponsible for
contacting the Environmental Educator to set-up@ointment to discuss the
child’s behavior.
-If the child is reinstated and then receives atfobehavior write-up, the site
Environmental Educator or Park and Education Managesuspend the
child immediately. If necessary, the parent wélrmtified to pick up the
child. Upon the fourth report, the child will berininated from future
involvement in ACP Jr. IMN classes without the tighreinstatement.



5. Suspension — Serious behavior problems willltés immediate suspension
from the program.

6. Termination — The ACP Jr. IMN program cannavsehildren who display
chronically disruptive behavior. Chronically diptive behavior is defined as
verbal or physical activity which may include, lsinot limited to, the following:

* behavior that requires constant attention ftbm staff

* behavior that inflicts physical or emotional haam other children,
park staff or self.

* behavior that abuses the staff and/or ignoregiswbeys the rules.

If a child cannot adjust to the program setting babdave appropriately, the child may
not be able to return to the program. Reasondfig®will be made to assist children in
adjusting to the program setting.
